The 150th Anniversary Shield of Trinity Episcopal Church

The three-sided shield is a traditional pictograph for God the Father, Son and Spirit.

The three scallop shells refer to the pilgrimage of faith, which begins at baptism. Three grouped shells represent the Holy Trinity. The shells also remind us of the history of the city of Muscatine.


The tri-form shape is the ancient symbol of the Trinity.

The winding river refers to the Mississippi, water in general is a reminder of our Baptism into the life and death of Christ.

The line star and ‘M’ is the symbol of Jubilee Ministry. This symbol reminds us that we are to always continue to reach out to others.

The color red is the color of Pentecost, and the movement of the Holy Spirit.

The color blue is the color of heavenly love, of the expectant hope of the Coming of Christ.

The color white and silver is the color of Purity, Divine light, and the liturgical color for Trinity Sunday.
